Church Information: The Tippecanoe Community Church (TCC), founded in 1953, is
a pastorally-led and congregationally-ruled church known for expository preaching,
and strong global missions’ involvement. We hold to meaningful church membership
and are guided in ministry by our church constitution.

We are seeking a Part-time Pastor who will join us in glorifying God, proclaiming the
Gospel, discipling believers, and making Christ known to our community and peoples
across the world.

Job Title: Part-time Pastor

Position Objective: The Part-time Pastor is responsible for preaching & teaching the
Word of God on Sunday mornings. In doing so, his teaching, leadership and pastoral
care of the congregation should be led by the Holy Spirit and grounded in sound
doctrine.

Position Description: The Part-time Pastor will be the primary preacher for the
Sunday morning worship service. He should be a fruitful, biblical teacher, and his
teaching should effectively “equip the saints for the work of the ministry.” His
primary role shall be to feed, nurture, train, and teach the church in such a way that
Jesus Christ and His gospel are central. He shall be accountable to God, through the
church, for the mutually agreed upon responsibilities of ministry and in accordance
with the church constitution. The Part-time Pastor works closely with the Deacon
Board to establish and communicate the vision of the church. He must be a member
of a like-minded church family.

Other Duties: He must answer correspondence, provide content for the weekly
bulletin, visit those in the hospital, perform weddings and funerals when requested,
counsel as requested, pray for and with people in the church, make himself available
for church activities.

saying to TCC. He will devote himself to daily prayer and Bible reading for the sake of
guarding himself from sin and stirring up his heart and mind to renewed passion for
Christ; he will lead his family in regular times in the Word and prayer; and he will
gladly participate in mutual care and accountability with other believers.

e He will seek to undertake his duties in the power of the Holy Spirit, undergirded
with prayer, guided by the Scriptures, and manifesting the character of Christ for the
glory of God.

e He must understand, endorse, and teach, without reservation, the church’s
biblical and theological teaching as expressed in TCC's Articles of Faith. He must
keep a commitment to the mission, vision, and worship philosophy of TCCwithin the
context set forth in the church constitution.
